Is the Bible Original or Accurate?

In order to answer these first two questions, let's first consider what is meant by
“"the original Bible." This phrase refers to the revelation tlhane from God to
human authors. They wrote down exactly what was revealed to them, using their
own vocabulary and writing style.

2000 years ago around 100 AD. Well over 3000 years have passed since Moses

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first penned the book of Genesis. None of his writings have survived, but copies
have been made down through the centuries. The scribes who made these copic
were extremely carefds they did their work. We know this, becatisere are

over 5000 complete or partial copies of the originalstually copies of the

copies. Yet out of these thousands of copies (which predate the printing press)
they all agree with each other to an amgzxtent. There are no major variations

in any of them. No other book from ancient times has this much underlying
documented supporthese messages, frahe Jewish Scriptures, although they
were copied by hand, were extremely accurate copy to copyleehad a
phenomenal system of scribes, who developed intricate and ritualistic methods f
counting letters, words and paragraphs to insure that no copying errors were ma
In fact, scribal tradition was maintained until the invention of the printreg9in
1455.
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The Rules of Copying

The rules of Copying, were a system of copying which is nothing less than
astounding. The Levites had to create a system of making new copies of the Bib
as old copies wore out and had to be destroykey knew it would be easy to

make a mistake in copying a new transcript, so here is what they did. They
developed elaborate and meticulous rules for transcribing. They decreed that wh
a person was making a new text, he had to copy the original pageueith
exactness that the number of words on a page could not be changed. If the origi
page had 288 words, then the page being copied had to have the same 288 wor
Each line on a new page had to be the exact same as the line on the old page. I
first line on the original page had nine words, the first line on the copy page had
have nine words. After a page was copied, the number of letters on that page we
counted and compared with the original. After a page was copied, each letter wa
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counted and@ompared with the original. After a page was copied, someone woulc
check to see what the middle letter was on the copy and the original.

"A synagogue roll must be written on the skins of clean animals, the length of
each column must not extend lelsart 48 or more than 80 lines; the breadth must
consist of 30 lettersNo word or letter, not even a yod, must be written from
memory... Between every consonant the space of a hair or thread must interven:
between every book three lines. Besides thictpgist must sit in fullewish
dress, and wash his whole body" (Hebrew Text of the Old Testament, Davidson)
The scribes were not allowed to copy sentence for sentence or even word for
word. They had to copy letter for letter. After a page was copiedlzarked by
another, still a third person would check to see what the middle word was on the
page. Then, when the whole book was finished, another would count the phrase:
This process was so accurate they could pinpoint the exact middle of a book
simply byletter count and would check the verse at that point as one of the
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methods of confirmation. If a single error was found, the entire manuscript was
destroyed to ensure that it could never be used as a master copy in the future.

These are just a few amples of the great detail that went into ensuring the
accuracy of the Scriptures. There were many more steps taken in the process. A
of this could be characterized as a "fence to the Scriptures (Massorah) because
locked all words and letters in th@ilaces... It records the number of times the
several letters occur in the various books of the Bible; the number of words, and
the middle word; the number of verses, and the middle verse; the number of
expressions and combinations of words, etc... A4l tlar the set purpose of
safeguarding the Sacred Text, and preventing the loss or misplacement of a sing
letter or word" (Bullinger, The Companion Bible

Is this the same attitude towards preserving the word of God today?
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The Role of the Scribes

The ancient Israelites kept a copy of the Scriptures in the first Temple. They put
inside the Ark of the Covenant. This copy became known as "The Temple
Scriptures." Even though the first temple was destroyed and the Jews were take|
to Babylon, the Scptures were preserved. In the Babylonian captivity, a group of
Levites who became known as the Scribes painstakingly copied and disseminate
the Scriptures to other Jews. One of the most important historical figures during
this time was Ezra. He was notlpia scribe, but also the last of the Old Testament
prophets. He probably wrote Chronicles and is said to have fixed the Old
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Testament canon around 400 B.C. After the Jews returned to Palestine, the Scri
continued to take an active part in preserving distributing the Scriptures.

When the second temple was built, another master copy was put in the Holy Pla
Even after the destruction of Jerusalem in 70 A.D., the Scribes continued their
work. They were eventually replaced by the Massoretes, whoimweharge of
preserving the Scriptures from approximately 3000 A.D. These new

custodians of the Scriptures have left us the Masoretic kag.the Old

Testament been accurately preserved for us today? Absolutely! Jack Finegan, a
noted Bible scholaragd, "It has been..estimated that there are ...variations in
hardly more than a 1000th part, of the text." This means the Old Testament is at
least 99.9% true to the original! According to Jewish Talmuds and Targums, the
Scribes whose job it was to copgd preserve Old Testament books were called
Masoretic. The Hebrew Word means wall or fence. Their careful and meticulous
copying of the Old Testament manuscript, which today is known as the Masoreti
Text, was a fence of protection in keeping the tegblliely accurate to the

original. When | say absolutely accurate | mean just that. They did not just copy
the text like we do when we copy a verse from the Bible by reading the phrase a
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then copying the phrase. They were absolutely meticulous. Howuloeis? They
had counted and knew exactly how many letters, for example, were in the book ¢
Genesis: 78,064. They knew more than that: they new exactly how many letters
each letter of the alphabet were in the book of Genesis. They also knew how ma
letters there were from the beginning of the text and from the end of the text to tr
middle of the text. They also knew what the middle letter in the book of Genesis
was to be. After copying a book of the Bible, if after counting from the ends to the
middlethe count was not accurate or the letter in the middle was not correct, or
there were more or less letters of any given letter of the alphabet than there shot
have been, that manuscript was discarded and burned because of its unreliabilit
the originatext. As proof of this accuracy, consider the Masoretic and Yemenite
translations of the Torah. Some time ago, the Yemenite Jews were separated frc
their brother Jews in the Middle East and Europe. Despite a thousand years of
copying their manuscriptsiisolation from each other, only nine Hebrew letters in
the entire Torah were found to differ from the accepted Hebrew Masoretic text.
Not one of these nine changes the meaning of a word.
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As far as manuscript accuracy, the recent discovery obiéwd Sea Scrolls has
confirmed the remarkable reliability of the Old Testament texts over the years.
Like the Old Testament, we now have significant evidence that the New
Testament that we read today is remarkabbueate as compared to the original
manuscripts. Of the thousands of copies made by hand before the printing press
we have approximately 24,000 manuscripts, including more than 5,300 Greek
manuscripts from the New Testament alone. The Bible is bettearpeeks by far,

than accepted writings of Homer, Plato and Aristotle. Of course, as the Bible was

carried from country to country, it
necessarily mirror the original languages of Greek and Hebrew. However, other

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THE RULES FOR TRANSLATING THE KING JAMES
BIBLE.

The King was for appointing fiftyour learned men to this great and good
work; but the number actually emplkey upon it, in the first instance, was
36



forty-seven. Order was also taken, that the bishops, in their several dioceses,
should find what men of learning there were, who might be able to assist;
and the bishops were to write to them, earnestly charging #tehe king's
desire, to send in their suggestions and critical observations, that so, as his
Majesty remarks, "our said intended translation may have the help and
furtherance of all our principal learned men within this our kingdom."

Seventeen of the tnalators were to work at Westminster, fifteen at Cambridg
and as many at Oxford. Those who met at each place were divided into twc

companies; so that there were, in all, six distinct companies of translators. T
received a set of rules for their diriect.

1. The first instructed them to make the "Bishop's Bible," so called,
the basis of their work, altering it no further than fidelity to the
originals requiredé

2. The second rule requires that the mode then used of spelling the
proper names should be retad as far as might be.
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. The third rule requires "the old ecclesiastical words to be kept,"
such as "church" instead of "congregation."

. The fourth rule prescribes, that where a word has different

. The fifth rule directs that the divisions into chapters be altered as
little as may be.

. The sixth rule, agreeably to Dr. Reynolds's wise suggeat
Hampton Court, prohibits all notes or comments, thus obliging
the translators to make their version intelligible without those
dangerous helps.

. The seventh rule provides for marginal references to parallel or
explanatory passages.

. The eighth ruleenjoins that each man in each company shall
separately examine the same chapter or chapters, and put the
translation into the best shape he can. The whole company must
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then come together, and compare what they have done, and agree
on what shall stand. Tlkun each company, according to the

number of members, there would be from seven to ten distinct

and carefully labored revisions, the whole to be compared, and
digested into one copy of the portion of the Bible assigned to

each particular company.

9. The nirth rule directs, that as fast as any company shall, in this
manner, complete any one of the sacred books, it is to be sent to
each of the other companies, to be critically reviewed by them all.

10. The tenth rule prescribes, that if any company, upon
reviewing a book so sent to them, find any thing doubtful or
unsatisfactory, they are to note the places, and their reasons for
objecting thereto, and send it back to the company from whence it
came. If that company should not concur in the suggestions thus
made the matter was to be finally arranged at a general meeting
of the chief persons of all the companies at the end of the work.
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Thus every part of the Bible would be fully considered, first,
separately, by each member of the company to which it was
originally assigned; secondly, by that whole company in concert;
thirdly, by the other five companies severally; and fourthly, by
the general committee of revision. By this judicious plan, each
part must have been closely scrutinized at least fourteen times.

11. The ekventh rule provides, that in case of any special
difficulty or obscurity, letters shall be issued by authority to any
learned man in the land, calling for his judgment thereon.

12. The twelfth rule requires every bishop to notify the clergy
of his diocese a® the work in hand, and to "move and charge as
many as, being skilful in the tongues, have taken pains in that
kind, to send his particular observations" to some one of the
companies.

13. The thirteenth rule appoints the directors of the different
companies
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14, The fourteenth rule names five other translations to be used,
"when they agree better with the text than the Bishop's Bible."
These are Tyndale's; Matthew's, which is by Tyndale and John
Rogers; Coverdale's; Whitchurch's, which is "Cranmer's," or the
"Great Bible," and was printddy Whitchurch; and the Geneva
Bible. The object of this regulation was to avoid, as far as
possible, the suspicious stamp of novelty. To the careful
observance of these injunctions, which, with the exception of the
first five, are highly judicious, is to be ascribed much of the
excellence of the completed translation.

Please do not be deceived into thinking that the King James Bible
is only an amalgamation of previous translations as handed down
by others. These scholars usettie original texts, languages and

related languages of the original authors.
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"Neither did we think much to consult the Translators or
Commentators, Chaldee, Hebrew, Syrian, Greek or Latin,
no nor the Spanish, French, Italian, or Dutch; neither did we
disdain to revise that which we had done, and to bring back
to the anvil that which we had hammered: but having and
using as great helps as were needful, and fearing no
reproach for slowness, nor coveting praise for expedition,
we have at length, through tgeod hand of the Lord upon

us, brought the work to pass that you see."

To these rules, Which were delivered to the Translators, there appears

to have been added another, providing that, besides the directors of the

six companies, "three or four of the st@ncient and grave divines in

either of the Universities, not employed in translating be designated by
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the ViceChancellors and Heads of Colleges, to be overseers of the
Translation, as well Hebrew as Greek, for the better observation of the
fourth rule’

The learned Selden says, that when the Translators met to compare
what they had done, each of them held in his hand a Bible in some
language. If any thing struck any one as requiring alteration, he spoke;
otherwise the reading went on. The final revisicas made, not by six
men, as the tenth of the above rules would seem to indicate, but by
twelve. At least, such was the statement made in the Synod of Bort in
1618, by Dr. Samuel Weird, who was one of the most active of the
Translators. It seems to halween carried through the press by Dr.

Miles Smith and Bishop Bilson, aided perhaps by Archbishop Bancroft
and other prelates. All the expense of making and printing the
translation was defrayed by Robert Barker, "Printer to the King's most
excellent Majest." The copyright thus cost him three thousand five
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hundred pounds; and his heirs and assigns retained their privilege down
to the year 1709éPopery, apparent |
